Pre-Inspection Agreement

This contract is between Jim Bob ("Customer") and Cord Werner ("Company") to
perform a visual home inspection on the property located at 9999 Dale Drive, okc, OK
73999 ("Property"), this inspection is limited to readily accessible systems and
components of the property.

The Customer agrees to contract with the Company to perform an inspection of the
Property. The only purpose for the inspection is to alert the Customer of major faults in
the Property. The Company will provide a Report ("Report™) with the findings of the
inspection. The Report will then be delivered to the Customer for its sole, exclusive and
confidential use. The company will perform its inspection in accordance with the
State/or Province the inspection occurs in Standards of Practice for Home Inspectors. In
the event the State or Province does not have a Standards of Practice for Home
Inspectors the inspection will include the following Structure, Exterior, Roof, Plumbing,
Electrical, Heating System, Air Conditioning, Interior, Insulation & Ventilation, and
Fireplaces and Solid Fuel Burning Appliances.
